Materials:		old pennies, vinegar, salt, 


cup, and spoon





Directions:		Put 1/2 cup of vinegar in the cup.  


Add 1 TB salt and mix to dissolve.  	Drop the pennies in the cup and 	stir them around while you count 	


to 25.  Take the pennies out of the 	cup and rinse them off in water.  	Taaa Daaa!  Shiny pennies just like 


magic!
