Materials:		brown lunch sacks


			brad fasteners


			markers, crayons, paper, glue, etc.





Directions:		Stack up 4 or five sacks.  Punch 


			holes near the open end and


			bind with brad fasteners.  Fold over


			the bottom of each sack to make


a flap.  Open flaps and draw objects or glue magazine pictures to the sacks.  Fold over the flap so 


part of the object is revealed.


Children guess what is hidden and 


then open and see.

Materials:		zip sandwich bags


			photos or magazine pictures


			stapler





Directions:		You will need 4 or 5 sandwich 


bags for each book.  Cut the 


photos or magazine pictures into 5 


½” squares.  Let children choose 


four pictures and insert them in the 


bags.  Zip shut.  Stack the bags 


and staple together.


	Hint!			Cut paper into squares and let 


children draw their own pictures 


for their books.
